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The Stewardship of Creation   

The garden plot has been tilled for several weeks. Fertilizer has been 
added for the first time. More will be incorporated into the area as the 
season progresses. Yes, I am getting ready to plant my 43rd garden. 
Hard to believe! The lettuces, kohlrabi, and spinach have been assem-
bled and so have the onion sets. The seed potatoes are waiting in a 
dark, cool pantry to be planted in the dark of the moon.  

My favorite season: Spring! As I touched the seed packages again and 
again, I recalled that I have always said a Blessing at the completion of 
planting. Not just planting the total space but each plant…and as each 
row is “closed”. The blessing isn’t much. “Grow and prosper, little 

seeds (tomato plants, beans, and egg plants). Be the best plant that you can be.” It takes sun and 
water and faith for plants to grow.  
It takes bees, and wind, and weeding. It takes work. For me, it also requires workmen. My garden 
will feed three families, at least. I will know their names.  

Earth Day, 2009, is April 22. I will plant a tree for another generation to enjoy. I will enjoy the 
knowledge that it will shade, feed, or delight the eye. I know that it will produce oxygen and help 
clean the air. That is enough for me. I will enjoy the walks to watch the progress of the garden, the 
flowers, and the new trees. I will tut-tut over bugs, worms, groundhogs and beetles.  

Some of us at St. James are exploring ways to call attention to our responsibility to our land we 
love. Many have been doing this over a lifetime. Many are new to growing anything and to each 
generation, all things are new. The 
Scriptures are full of references to 
the Earth. The Book of  Common 
Prayer also is a source of prayers 
for Earth, for farmers, for rain and 
sun.
